Using the arrow keys, system pressure 
can be precisely adjusted in 0.1 bar 
increments on the SIGMA CONTROL 
mobile's display. This not only 
enhances fl exibility but, in combination 
with the electronic inlet valve control, 
also achieves signifi cant energy 
savings – especially when operating in 
partial load.

Ambient temperature

Standard models can be used in 
ambient temperatures ranging from 
-10 °C to +50 °C, whilst the low 
temperature versions can be used in 
temperatures as low as -25 °C.

Easy to transport

The M 135 features a fully 
galvanised Alko chassis as 
standard.

Maximum versatility

The MOBILAIR M 135 is in a class of its own when it comes 
to versatility, as it can be specifi cally tailored to meet 
the needs of the relevant application. 

Options include air treatment components, a choice of a fully 
galvanised chassis with overrun brake and a fi xed or height 
adjustable tow bar, or stationary versions either mounted on 
skids or machine mountings. 

Moreover, the M 135 can be equipped with a 15 kVA or a 
23  kVA generator that communicates with the unit's control 
system. This fl exible control technology ensures maximum 
availability of compressed air and electrical energy at all times. 



MOBILAIR M 135 –
Excellent accessibility

The M 135's user-friendly design not only 
ensures simple operation and outstanding 
manoeuvrability: The unit's large gull-wing 
doors also provide excellent component 
accessibility for unrivalled ease of 
maintenance.

User-friendly operation

The ability to switch over manually from idling to full load operation 
ensures a reliable, gentle start when operating the unit in cold 
ambient conditions.

The Sigma Control mobile and intuitive operation mean that only 
3 buttons are required to operate the M 135. Features also include 
automatic monitoring and shutdown and an optional cover fl ap to 
protect the control panel.

Cool, clean compressed air

The compressed air is cooled to 7°C above ambient temperature. Accumulated conden-
sate is able to drain away easily, as the compressed air cooler is installed at an angle, 

whilst the hot exhaust gasses from the motor are also used to aid condensate evaporation. 
This design consequently ensures reliable frost prevention during the winter months.

Additional air treatment components need to be installed downstream from the after-cooler 
and centrifugal separator (e.g. fi lter combinations for concrete cleaning as per ZTV-SIB) in 

order to achieve compressed air of a specifi ed quality class (see next page). 
The differential pressure indicator enables fi lter status to be 

monitored quickly and easily.
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Generator

An optional 15 or 23 kVA synchronous three-
phase (IP54) generator is also available. 

The brushless unit is maintenance-free and 
delivers frequency and voltage data to the 

compressor control system. This conse-
quently ensures maximum reliability and best 

possible compressed air delivery volumes 
even at times of high energy demand.

Generator version:

The switch panel - which can be equipped with a 
cover fl ap if required - features splash-protected 
sockets in accordance with IP 44 and a lockable 

main switch. The safety cut-out system with in-
sulation monitoring makes earthing superfl uous. 
A convenient switch enables simple changeover 

from continuous operation to energy-saving 
automatic start mode. Effi ciency is further 

enhanced by the compressor's intelligent control 
system.

SIGMA CONTROL mobile

This advanced compressor controller ensures 
optimised compressed air availability and fuel 

effi ciency using state-of-the-art electronic motor 
management. The system is both shock- and 

vibration proof and provides electric protection 
in accordance with IP 55 standards. Features 

include user-friendly operation, system 
monitoring and diagnostics. 

Large capacity, 
transparent fuel tank

When fully fi lled, the tank carries suffi cient fuel 
for an entire work shift without the need for 
refuelling. For ease of operation, an automatic 
shut-down feature is activated when the fuel 
level becomes too low. A pre-warning 
from the Sigma Control mobile 
provides additional peace of 
mind.

Oil temperature control

The M 135's automatically controlled 
thermostatic valve ensures that optimal 
operating temperature is reached quickly 
and reliably. It therefore protects the 
compressor's fl uid circulation loop from 
excessive condensate accumulation. This 
in turn signifi cantly extends cooling fl uid 
and separator cartridge service life and also 
enhances the unit's long-term durability.
